“Love Expressed In Acts of Service” — Galatians 5:13-14

“C” —What is the COMMAND to express love in acts of service? (Galatians 5:13-
14)
» Through love one another.

“R” —What is the REALITY of expressing love in acts of service? (Ephesians 5:21)
» Submitting — to arrange or rank under; to relinquish one’s rights to another person;
placing another’s interests above

“E” — What is the EXAMPLE given that sets the standard for us expressing love in
acts of service? (Matthew 20:26-28)
» Jesus, the God-man, laid aside all the glory and honor that was His in the
heavenly realms, all His rights and privileges, and came to
this earth to serve people and to literally give His life for people.

“E” — What is the EMPOWERMENT for expressing love in acts of service?
(Galatians 5:16)
» Jesus Christ living in us in the person of the will always
lead us and empower us to deny self and serve others.

“P” — What is the PURPOSE for expressing love in acts of service? (1 Corinthians

9:18-19)
» Why serve and give our lives for others? — To be vessels by which the Lord God
will and bring about spiritual maturity in people.

Expressing love in acts of service simply requires the leading of the Holy Spirit and our sensitivity and

obedience to that leading.
